· Shooting takes place from organised stands, which restrict the movement of shooter’s firearms.

· Students are handed one shell, only when in the shooting stand. They carry ammunition at no other time.

· This is a single barrel event – only one cartridge is loaded in the firearm at any stage. This minimises discharges due to handling errors.

· Students carry firearms so that their action is open when not in the shooting stand. 

· All participants are fully briefed on safety procedures prior to the shoot.

	Injury due to discharge of others firearm in squad.


	· Shooting stands, screens and blocks are used to direct students zone of fire at every stand, which prevents students from turning towards others with a loaded firearm.

· One cartridge is handed to students, and only when they are about to shoot, and in the shooting stand.

· Students carry firearms with the action open, which shows others they are unloaded.

· Students are under direct supervision at all times.

	· The course is carefully arranged to ensure pellets do not  travel to unsafe areas.

· Surfaces are checked to ensure that risk of ricochet is mitigated.

· Students are required to wear safety glasses to protect their eyes in the event of ricochet/firearms damage.
